 How will the ban affect my business premises? 
 
All workplaces will be smoke-free. This means you, your staff, customers and visitors will not be allowed to 
smoke in the enclosed areas of your business.

 Will I not be allowed designated areas for smoking such as a smoking room?

 How can I do this? 
 
By law you will be required to display ‘no smoking’ signs. It is also advisable to install the Cig-Arrête - the 
world’s only bespoke detection and monitoring system, particular in hard to monitor, hidden areas such as 
toilets, stairways, small rooms and building entrance and exit points which are subject to rapid ventilation.

The Enforcement of the Law 
 

Thousands of council officers, currently undertaking Government-funded training courses, will patrol 
clubs, bars, restaurants and shops to police the smoking ban when it comes into force on July 1st. These 
Environmental Health Officers will then be allowed to enter premises undercover at anytime, and may 
photograph or film people in the course of policing the law. If they found you as the business owner did 
not take ‘reasonable steps’ to ensure your business complies to the law, they can fine you up to £2,500.
